Floral and vegetal designs, 

often combined with geometric patterns, were much more common, and they came to be recognized as the 

classical Ottoman style. The blue and white colour scheme and the stylized clouds in the dish’s borders also 

suggest that the artist was familiar with Chinese ceramics.
